Current Projects:
· Local Investment in Child Care (LINCC)
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NEDLC brought together leaders from child care resource and referral agencies and local planning councils in eight California counties to build the Local Investment in Child Care (LINCC) project. Acknowledging that child care is an essential part of California’s economy, LINCC exists to stimulate public and private investments to meet the child care needs of all children and families in California. The goals of the LINCC project are to: increase the capacity of local child care leaders to take on economic development issues, investigate and analyze the gaps in facilities and business development, and to build partnerships with the community economic development and financing fields to address those needs. 

· Child Care Economic Impact Reports (CCEIR) 

CCEIRs demonstrate that the child care sector is a fundamental social and economic infrastructure, critical to a state’s overall economic vitality and quality of life. The CCEIR arms advocates with a body of work that documents that child care generates considerable revenues, creates and supports local jobs, and makes vital contributions to a state’s overall economic health. Ultimately, the CCEIR encourages systemic change in investment strategies and programs to grow and sustain the child care industry. NEDLC conducted a statewide economic impact report on child care for California and plans to conduct similar studies for other counties and states across the country.

· Building Child Care (BCC) 
Funded by the California Department of Education, BCC is a collaboration of organizations designed to help child care providers bridge the gap between available public and private sector financing for child care facilities. Four organizations, the National Economic Development and Law Center; the California Child Care Resource and Referral Network; the Child Development Policy Institute Education Fund; and the Low Income Housing Fund, have combined their experience, resources, and expertise to build a clearinghouse for information and assistance on developing and financing child care facilities.
